Course Objectives

Applied Hindi B is an intensive course intended to provide advanced students with an opportunity to develop their conversational skills in Hindi through immersion in a Hindi-speaking environment.  Emphasis is on the spoken language with supplementary use of written materials.  

General Course Information

The Applied Hindi B course is open to any student who has completed two years of university-level Hindi or the equivalent.  The course is organised each day into a one-hour lecture period and a further two hours of conversation in small groups with tutors from the local community.

Field Trips

Voluntary field trips to places of interest will be available for weekends.  These trips will be conducted entirely in Hindi.  Each student will be responsible for her or her own travel and accommodation costs.

Course Enrolment and Fees

Enrolment for Applied Hindi B will begin from September 2007.

Financial Assistance

A.N.U. students are eligible for a Faculty of Asian Studies in-country study grant of around $500 for Applied Hindi B.  Enquiries about this grant should be made to Mrs. Pelling.

Travel and Living Information and Costs

Travel to India

 Students must arrange and pay for their own travel to and from India.  Air tickets should be secured as soon as possible because of the scarcity of seats to India from Australia in the period December-February.  Current Australia-India return airfares for that period range around $2,300.

A good guidebook to India is very handy to have.

Indian Visa

Students should travel to India on a tourist visa as Applied Hindi B is an Australian course and is not affiliated with any Indian university or other institution.  An Indian visa can be obtained from the High Commission of India at 3 Moonah Place, Yarralumla, A.C.T.

Clothing for Delhi and Dehradun 

January and February are winter months in northern India and, while days range in temperature from warm to cool, nights are cold.  It is important to bring a good sleeping bag and a warm jumper and jacket from Australia.  A scarf, cap and gloves will be welcome for facing the cold wind of auto rickshaw travel after sunset.

Women will find their time in India will be much more pleasant and uncomplicated if they wear clothing that is loose, unrevealing and covers the arms and legs.  Jeans or skirts of at least medium length and long-sleeved shirts are best.  It is also possible to have Indian शलवार-कमीज़ outfits made in Dehradun.

Both men and women should dress neatly and carefully at all times as one’s appearance determines much of the way that one is treated in India.

Costs within India

Currently (May 2007) there are 33 Indian rupees to one Australian dollar.  Exchange rates may change without warning.


The cost of a basic hotel room with bath is usually around Rs350-450 
($A10-$A14) per day.  More comfortable accommodation can usually 
be found from Rs2000-3000 per day.  Luxury accommodation is available in larger cities.

Those who intend to stay at the White House Hotel where the Applied Hindi B course is held should contact Mr. Yadav at least four months before departure.  Although a friendly hotel with an old fashioned ambience and a convenient location, the rooms and facilities at the White House are basic.  


A standard meal in an ordinary restaurant is around Rs100.  Vegetarian meals are always available and non-vegetarian food can also be obtained in many restaurants.

Taxis from the Indira Gandhi International Airport in Delhi
Upon arrival at the Indira Gandhi International Airport in Delhi it is 
safe and economical to obtain a pre-paid taxi ticket receipt from the 
Official Prepaid Taxi Counter. The receipt covers the cost of taxi 
travel from the airport to the destination.  It is important to make 
certain that the number plate number on the receipt is the same as the 
number plate of the taxi before getting in the taxi.  The receipt is 
given to the taxi driver only upon arrival at the destination.

Travel from Delhi to Dehradun by Rail
The New Delhi-Dehradun Shatabdi Express (train number 2017) departs daily from New Delhi Railway Station at 6:55 AM and arrives in Dehradun five and a half hours later at 12:40 PM.  Information on this and other trains can be obtained from the Indian Railways timetable रेल गाड़ियां एक दृष्टि में, also available in an English edition entitled Trains at a Glance.  Either the Hindi or English edition can be purchased for around Rs35 at main railway stations.


Anyone who can show a foreign passport can buy train tickets for Indian currency from the Foreign Reservation Office on the first floor of the New Delhi Railway Station.  The office is up a plainly marked flight of stairs from the main entrance of the station. Touts who offer to procure tickets in other ways from other places should be ignored.  


Tickets may also be purchased through travel agents.


Rail tickets may also be available on the internet.

The New Delhi railway station can be reached conveniently from other parts of Delhi by Metro trains
, auto rickshaws and taxis.  The Delhi bus system should not be used until one has become experienced in getting around the city.

Travel from Delhi to Dehradun by Taxi

A taxi may be taken from the Prepaid Taxi Counter at the Indira Gandhi 
International Airport in New Delhi to Dehradun for about Rs3000 for the 
entire taxi.

Travel from Dehradun Railway Station to the White House Hotel 
An auto rickshaw from Dehradun railway station to the White House Hotel on Subhash Road costs around Rs40.  As with all auto rickshaw and taxi travel in India, the cost of any journey must be clearly settled with the driver before setting out.

POLICY AND PROCEDURES FOR ACADEMIC APPEALS

The Faculty recognises the right of students to seek a review of their assessment in a course, including the final result, under the terms of this policy and the Examinations (The Faculties) Rules.  This policy applies to all coursework courses (both undergraduate and graduate) for which the Faculty is responsible.

If you genuinely believe you have received an inappropriate or incorrect result in an Asian Studies course, there are certain steps you can take to have that result reviewed:

You, the student, should

1.  Discuss disputed result with the lecturer responsible for the course. 

Lecturers generally are reasonable about requests for reviews of assessment. They will often re-examine a student’s work and inform the student of their decision. Many decisions need go no further than this first step.

2.  If you believe that after STEP 1 the result in the course is still inappropriate, submit a written request within 14 days of notification of the result to the Faculty Executive Officer (an E-mail request is not acceptable).

The Faculty Executive Officer will discuss the request with the Head of Centre and/or lecturer concerned.  Apart from determining the lecturer’s rationale for awarding the particular grade, he/she will also determine whether established assessment procedures were carried out. All reasonable steps will be taken to ensure that requests are processed within 7 days of receipt of the request.

3a. If after STEP 2 you still believe the result in the course is inappropriate, submit to the Dean, in writing a formal appeal of result. The Dean or his/her nominee will consult with the relevant Head of Department and may if necessary appoint a committee or group to advise him/her on the matter.

The Dean and/or Appeal Committee will examine:

1. a written submission from the student explaining why the result in dispute does not accurately reflect his/her performance;

2. a written statement from the lecturer(s) involved and/or the Head of Dept. explaining why the result is justified;

3. assessment criteria of the course in question;

4. a copy of the work in question;

5. the student’s own statement if he/she chooses to appear in person before the committee.

The Committee determines:

1. whether established assessment procedures have been carried out; and

2. whether additional evidence or extenuating circumstances have come to light which might change the final result.

The Committee then decides whether the original result should be upheld, or a remark is warranted, or there is to be a supplementary examination.  In all cases the committee’s decision is final and conveyed to the student in writing.

3b. You may also seek advice from the Dean of Students and/or the Students’ Association.  They may wish to supply a supporting statement or offer commentary on the case.
