Item 3: Report from Head of School

John Luxton informed the committee of the following:

Concert Diary Planning for 2006 

· All proposals for visiting artists should be submitted to John Luxton by end of October 2005. 

· There are plans to review the current structure of the concert diary and the way in which resources are allocated i.e one person (concert manager to support 60 concerts in Semester 2 is unrealistic).

· Funding will decrease over the next two years.

· There needs to be a strategic process in place to ensure appropriate level of support.

· John Luxton met with the Orchestral Committee to discuss a “Flagship Ensemble”. This would involve 1 – 28 personnel from Baroque to contemporary music.  This will not be offered as a separate unit.

International Council for Traditional Music (ICTM)

International Recruitment
