Background

This Agreement constitutes a Collaboration Agreement between the Australian National University (ANU) and the Collaborating Institutions for grants administered by ANU. The Agreement sets out how the grant will be managed, including payment of grant funds to the Collaborating Institutions (if relevant).

This Agreement may only be used for management of ARC/NHMRC grants where the ANU is the administering institution.

This Agreement is subordinate to the Contract/Agreement executed between the ANU and the Funds Provider (the “Head Agreement”) and to any other sub-contracts referred to in the Head Agreement. 


The ARC/NHMRC Head Agreements require that a project may not begin, nor grant funds be expended, until the ANU and each Collaborating Institution have entered into a written agreement covering the role of the Institutions in the project. 

Note: Form RO-AC5 can be used as a Letter of Agreement for collaboration with Other Institutions (Universities) only and cannot be used for the Agreement with the Collaborating Organisation (formerly known as the Industry Partner). A standard template for Agreement with the Collaborating Organisation is provided under the title : “ ARC Discovery Projects Collaborating Organisations Agreement “ .  

Please do not use the RO-AC5 Form -Letter of Agreement with Collaborating Institutions- if:

1. Any Collaborating Institution (other than ANU) is to receive Funding (cash) from the Collaborating Organisation; or 

2. For cases where the Research is of a Commercial nature (i.e. the Agreement with the Collaborating Organisation is being negotiated by the Office of Commercialisation). In these cases the Collaborating Institutions should be a Party to the Agreement with the Collaborating Organisation.

Agreement

The Collaborating Institutions agree: 

1. That the management of the grant shall at all times be in accordance with the relevant Head Agreement and any sub-contracts referred to in the Head Agreement. The Head Agreement and sub-contracts (if relevant) are attached at Schedule 1. 

2. To conduct the research in accordance with the objectives set out in the application/tender, and to contribute the resources to the research project as set out in the application/tender. The Parties agree that any changes to the research program will be made in accordance with the Head Agreement.
