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1 Background

The webpage that date-formats are driven by the language settings of the browser, with the exception of
Safari and Internet Explorer (where it is governed by System Settings). The default date format for internet
browsers is often set as the US date format by default. This means that in HORUS and HRMS, dates can appear
as: MM/DD/YYYY. For example, 12/31/2017.

This guide explains how to change the date formats in all major web browsers by setting Australian English as
the default language.
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2 Internet Explorer (version 11)

Note: The following will change your language settings for your Windows operating system. If you PC has been
correctly imaged, the language settings will already be correctly set to Australian.

1. Select Tools, then Internet Options.
